   The weather was toasty warm and the fishing was red hot for the 

twenty anglers that braved temperatures over 105 degrees for our 

May 19-20 outing at Alamo Lake.  There was a terrific surface bite in 

the morning, and many anglers found that the bass would bite the 

kitchen sink if you had one in the right color.  Everyone had double 

limits and many had a lot more. 

   The proverbial Blind Pig found the acorn for the first time since ’04.  

Yours truly, Terry Foreman, found 26.97 lbs with a big fish of 3.58 on 

the south side of the lake, all within a half mile of the ramp, for the win. 

A baby bass Rio Rico and pearl flake Senko did most of the damage.  

His partner, Jim Davis, directed the team to the right places to fish but 

was kind enough to let Foreman catch the big’uns.  Jim had big fish of 

the tournament, a 4.78 on an orange (he says punkin) Senko in the 

trees in 18 feet late on Day 2.   

 Second place was garnered by who else, Ed Marr, who has really 

started to run away from the field, with his third second place finish of 

the year. He had 24.46 lbs and fished on the north side of the lake.  

Adam East had the big fish and took the money on Friday, with a 3.74 and held on to take third place with 22.84 lbs.  He split the $100 big fish 

money with Jim.   

 The intensity of the surface action was really something to behold. Jim and I fished at the point of the next big cove east of the Cholla 

Ramp.  The bass and the big grebes had the bait pushed up into a couple of small coves, and were eating whatever hit the water.  I’d like to fish 

like that every month.   

 Good Night now….Our next stop is the San Vicente Night tournament on June 9-10.  Night fishing at San V hasn’t lived up to expectations 

so far this year, but hopefully that will change.  This is a PAPER tournament; measure your partner’s fish. 

 

I failed to announce in the last newsletter that everyone needed to sign up for that event at the May meeting, so I can’t justify withholding 

participation points from those that didn’t.   

 

We will meet down below where we have normally met in the past.  You will be able to draw for starting positions when you pay your big fish 

money to John Schwartz.  We will fish until 3:00 AM on Saturday.  Make sure you keep some sort of light on the boat all night and get your 

weigh slips to a member of the tournament committee as soon as possible after the end of the tournament.
