A great morning of cloud cover and warm temperatures, 

coupled with the bigger fish going on the chew, produced a 

new big fish in tournament for the year and twelve fish over 

20” at our Otay tournament on August 26

th

. We were met with

8:30, although the big fish and the winning weight came later 

in the day.  

Jeff Manning, who fished the night tournament after our tournament with John Schwartz, was able to keep Zoe from catching all the big ones and had a 

year-end-leading 20.46 lbs, with a 5.47 big fish.  Jeff said he worked Otay Arm for his fish, and was looking forward to hitting the same spot in the night 

tournament (they ended in 21

st

, with 10.50 lbs.). Jeff caught all of his bigger fish on (surprise!) dart heads in the grass areas on the west side. 

Greg Gardner was second with 17.35 lbs and a 5.16 big fish. I don’t know for sure but I’ll bet jerkbaits were involved.  In third place with 17.01, Ed Byrd 

had only four fish but he made them count, with big fish of the tournament (he now leads big fish of the year) with a 6.78.  His big fish was caught on a 

live shiner…(it was a mudsucker --- Ed)*   

The year end race is doing flip-flops and the Top Six is far from over.  Ed Marr retains his lead and Greg Gardner is second, but from third on down 

changes month to month.  Keep after it, because there’s no telling what could happen. 

 

Don’t let a small 

detail like this ruin an otherwise good day. Buckle up before starting the big motor.

Day use at Windsor is $9, and I 

suggest you just go ahead and pay up front for all the days you plan to launch out of there.  Although the weather isn’t as hot as it has been, drink a 

couple of quarts of water daily. You’ll fish better and your kidneys will thank you for it.  We’ll discuss this further at the September meeting. Remember to 

sign up!
