I'm writing this from Havasu on New Year's Eve and wondering if being tournament director was such a good idea!
Anyway, Cheryl and | hope everyone had a great Christmas and we also want to wish everyone a happy and prosperous New
Year. Having said that, let's get down to tournament stuff.

First of all, the schedule proposed at the December meeting seems to be a good one. The only question mark would be
whether or not some of the lakes get enough water in them that we'll be able to launch boats. Right now, San Vicente and Otay
ramps are out of the water. As the City of San Diego Water Department seems to be hoping that the recreation program at the
lakes go away, they may not be too anxious to buy water to fill the lakes back up.

NOVEMBER 9 -10 COLORADO RIVER Paper (weighed takes at least an hour extra)

NOVEMBER 18 TOC @ SAN VICENTE Weighed



Included is the column indicating whether the tournament should be a paper
tournament or weighed. We'll probably have to be a little flexible this year and may have to
change some of the tournament locations we schedule. We can always go to Havasu or the
River.

In addition to the tournament schedule, we will be going over the tournament rules for
this year. There are few changes, primarily in wording, that we will be looking at. One of the
changes will be the "Overman Rule". If you have any suggested changes, please let me know
before the January meeting and I'll post your suggestion on the website.

Hopefully, the fishing this year will be as good or better than what we had in 2006. One
tournament that I'm really looking forward to is Alamo. Those hoards of bass that last year
were 12 to 14 inches long should be about 15 inches by now! If we hit the lake at the right
time, this year could rival some of the fishing in the 'good old days'! Also, El Capitan seems to
have a very good population of 2 to 4 pound fish, and could be kicking out a fair number larger
fish also. Otay always has good numbers of fish, but the fishing depends on the water
levels...especially if the water is in the tules or if there's a large amount of grass in the lake.

Hopefully this year we'll have shorts every tournament! (The kind you wear!)
