OTAY HOT!!

...or Not!

Well, | guess | was wrong about the
great fishing continuing. The streak of
good fishing continues...or at least it did
for some of the people at the Otay
tournament. By the way, if you think it
was tough fishing at Otay, there’s a copy
of the results of an Otay tournament held
about twenty years ago. Notice how many
limits were taken then!

Congratulations are in order for Keith
Cloward, who was able to figure out the
Otay fish better than anyone. Keith'’s limit
went 17.67 pounds and included one fish

tried to get in to the area he suggested but it was pretty packed by the time | got back there.

Second place went to Zoé Gardner, with a limit that went 15.33 pounds. The fish that Zoé caught were
all nice ones but she didn’t get that one kicker fish. All her fish ranged from 2.43 to 3.81 pounds. Zoé and
her boater partner Terry Chenowth fished the entrance to Harvey for most of their fish. Zoé caught her fish
on dropshot and spooks. Many people reported fish coming up but Zoé is the only one | talked to that was
able to actually get them to bite.

Great job! This month’s final trophy goes to Jeff Manning. Jeff got most of his fish drop shotting in Otay
arm but he was able to catch a few in the main lake area. He had two real nice sized fish in his limit, one
that was just under five pounds and one that was 5.68 pounds. Way to go Jeff!

There were a total of ten limits caught, with six fish caught that went over five pounds! There were two
fish caught that went “off the board”, one by Keith Cloward and one by Brent Benish. Brent and Keith
shared the big fish pot of $100. Six people increased their big fish for the year at this tournament. So far
this year, thirteen members have fish over five pounds as their big fish of the year, with almost half of those
over seven pounds! We haven’t even had the night tournaments so far!



By the way, it was great to see another great turnout for the tournament. We had forty people fishing,
including three prospective members. With half the season over, competition for the top twelve is heating
up. The more people that fish, the greater the chances of people making big moves in the yearly
standings.

Our next tournament will be at Otay again, on July 6™...but at night this time. | hope to get everyone in
the water and the tournament started by 7:00 pm so we can run at speed to our first spots. It would be a
good idea to bring some bug repellant, especially if the weather stays mild at night. Boaters check that
your boat lights are working properly. Also, be sure that you have some light visible to another boater
coming from any direction showing at all times. This prevents someone making a long trip only to find
another boat is where they were heading. If you are a non-swimmer, you should seriously consider an
automatically inflatable life jacket and wear it at all times. It's easy to get excited during a night
tournament, trip over something in the boat and end up in the water. Check with your partner for the
tournament to see if they are swimmers. Most importantly, DO NOT GET UP ON PLANE AFTER THE
RUN TO YOUR FIRST SPOT! Any boat doing so will be disqualified and asked to leave the lake.

At the last board meeting, there was a discussion concerning the Havasu tournament, scheduled for
October 13" and 14™. It was felt that we should consider not changing the tournament location or date, as
some people already have planned vacations, etc. One suggestion would be to just go ahead and do the
tournament as we normally do...out of Windsor on Friday and Saturday. Another would be to fish out of
Windsor on Friday and go down to Sandpoint on Saturday, thus avoiding the crowd at Windsor. If the
second scenario were adopted, another suggestion would be to limit the fishing to north of Pilot Rock on
Friday, and south of Pilot Rock on Saturday. This would avoid having some of our boats heading north
around the island as boats from the other tournament were heading south. Anyway, we’ll discuss this
further at the meeting.

One last thing (finally!) As a part of our insurance that protects the club, individual boaters are required
to have liability insurance for their boats. This is also something that the State of California requires.
Please bring a copy of your insurance with you to the meeting. I’'m pretty sure that everyone has the
insurance, but we need to verify it for insurance company.
