But Fishing Not!

The weather for the Havasu 

Tournament was hot…with temperatures 

up to 115°.  Unfortunately the fishing 

didn’t match the temperature, with only 

five double limits caught by the twenty-

eight fishermen. 

Congratulations go to Skip 

Whitworth for catching the big fish of 

the tournament, a nice 4.47 pound fish.  

Good job Skip! 

Third place went to me!  My ten fish went 20.94 pounds.  I fished the mid-lake area and had a lot of fun on 

Friday, getting most of the fish on topwater, spooks and buzzbaits.  Saturday was a lot tougher, with all the fish being 

caught dropshotting in water up to thirty feet deep. 

Second place went to Bud Brant, who’s ten fish went 21.46 pounds.  Bud fished the river, catching most of his 

fish on Friday also on topwater, working the current break off points.  On Saturday, Bud also found that the topwater 

bite had died.  He switched over to a small bluegill pattern crankbait fished in the same areas as Friday.  Great job 

Bud!  By the way, Donalea prefished with Bud for two days and said she now has a better idea how tough fishing all 

day can be! 

And now, the winner: Greg Gardner!  Greg’s ten fish went 23.91 pounds.  Greg also fished the mid-lake area, 

and also caught topwater fish on Friday.  Greg had several other techniques that proved effective, including 

(surprise!) jigs.  Great job Greg!   

This was Greg’s second win in a row and further tightens the race for Fisherman of the Year between Greg 

and Keith Cloward.  Ed Marr is also making a run, though will need a stumble by Greg and Keith in the next two 

tournaments to have a shot.  Ed is now in third, with Larry Ward and me close behind.  The race for the Top Twelve 

is also a tight one, with a lot of contenders.  It should be a very interesting finish for the year! 

As was feared, we had quite a few fish that didn’t survive due to the warm water, rough water, and the weigh-

in, at least thirty fish died.  While only a few were declared dead when brought to the scales, many more were in too 

bad a shape to swim away when released.  I was surprised to hear that there were only two fish that were dead at the 

Federation tournament weigh in, but that was at the weigh in.  Bud Brant said that they also had a lot of fish that were 

belly up when taken to the release boat.  At our next weigh in tournament, the River, there will be new procedures in 

effect that will hopefully result in less fish killed. 



Evidently, there has been some questions come up about measuring fish.  At the meeting, I will go over the 

procedure that should be followed.  Also, there were some questions about how to read the markings on the golden 

rule and I’ll go over that also. 

Our next tournament will be at Hodges on October 13

th

.  It’s a paper tournament, so pick up weigh slips at the 

meeting.  As usual, this will be the same weekend as the Miramar Airshow.  Last year it didn’t seem to be too much 

of a problem, so hopefully that will be the case this year.  Be sure to sign up at the meeting or let me know by phone 

or email if you will be fishing.  For those of you that the Treasurer has identified as needing to get caught up on dues, 

be sure to pay up BEFORE the break.
